Minutes of F&GP meeting 7th January 2010 were agreed Proposed/seconded Cllrs Squire/ J Owen
Matters Arising  
Damage by regular user. The hirer will be asked to pay for a replacement shade and a new chair when they are ordered.
Request for favourable rates. It was agreed to charge £15 to Brownies to cover costs and the Clerk is to write congratulating them on their centenary.
Requests for sponsorship. It was that we were unable to assist either request and that the Clerk should write accordingly. Cllrs Simpson/P Owen
Rcan volunteer scheme. It was agreed that Clerk should look into the insurance position and generally report back when more details are available.
HMRC letter. It was reported that no reply had been received since the latest letter sent.
Hand dryers. It was thought that the hand dryers queried were re-allocated on renovation to Horsendale and the other two had been installed at Basil Russell. 
County Council Transport survey. It was agreed not to complete this for the Council as a number of Councillors had already done so.
Cemetery Grant application. No reply had been received to letter requesting support.

Aligned Core Strategy. It was agreed that the Clerk write to HP & Gamston PC to work with them Proposed/seconded Cllrs Hall/Codd. It was also noted that Broxtowe BC had met “covertly” with the representatives of the site on which the travellers had been and a subsequent meeting with planners had taken place some time afterwards. The result of such meetings indicates that that site is being considered for development despite previous assurances that it would not be included.
Boatshed security. It was agreed that replacement locks could be fitted by the new tenant at their own expense. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Green

Basil Russell improvements. It was agreed to look into obtaining funding for a future project on the toilets, path and car park.
Community Bus Costings/Usage. It The Clerk reported that the bus was costing over £6 per passenger in subside and that despite advertising there had been no increase in passengers. It was agreed that the Clerk contact EVB to check capacity of the volunteer drivers on Tuesdays and that the bus should be stopped from 1st April 2010. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Baumber.
HR advisers review. It was agreed that this service was essential to keep the Council up to date with the latest employment law. The clerk reported that they are very efficient and were continuing to be supportive with ongoing staff issues.

2010/11 Precept discussion. It was agreed to recommend the budget as per schedule produced by the Clerk and Vice Chair with the addition of the HR costs to Main Council subject to a maximum increase in precept of 4.9%. The Clerk is to work out the precept based on the Council Tax Base issued recently by Broxtowe that will achieve the desired percentage.
