Apologies for Absence Apologies were accepted from Cllr H Doar (Illness) Cllr M Copeland (previous engagement)
Declarations of Interest None
Minutes of Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 21st July were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs Simpson/P Owen. 
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  3rd Sept were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Hall
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 15th September. Objections were raised re items 3/4/7/8. Item 3 already turned down, Item 4 Rather large for a shed, Item 7 in Conservation and green belt, Item 8 Out of character & no access.
Matters Arising P Owen reported that the withdrawl of the Grant had been the subject of acrimonious discussion at the Borough/Parish meeting and that Parish Councils with their own facilities were going to incur a “double charge” amounting to £30 for a band D property from April 2010 with no change in facilities. It was asked to note that this would be challenged by the Council and that residents should be notified of this excessive charge, over which we have no control if unsuccessful.
P Owen also reported that the land recently occupied by travellers had been subject to speculation that 2  Liberal Council members of Broxtowe and the landowners had held a meeting contrary to procedure as there was no planning officer there to discuss possible adoption for use as housing. The Council will try to clarify the situation.

Parishioners Questions and Police Report Standing orders suspended (Cllr P Owen/Simpson) followed by a written police report from PCSO Reddish and Residents questions. Standing orders reinstated (P Owen/Simpson).
Cemetery Regulations. It was agreed to adopt the regulations recommended from F&GP Proposed/seconded Cllrs P owen/Hall
Child Protection Policy It was agreed to accept the Broxtowe Borough Council recommended policy documentation. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Hall/Green
Health & Safety Policy It was agreed to accept the Broxtowe Borough Council recommended policy documentation. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Codd

Cricket 09 costings & estimates/pricings for 2010  Estimated costings for 09 & 10 season were given to Council. It was agreed to keep Cricket rates for 2010 season at £38 per match (reductions in line with ’09 for youth/evening games. 

Football Income estimates 09/10 & match rates. Income estimates were given to Council and it was agreed to charge a “casual” rate of £57.50 to cover caretaker attendance. General 2010/11 match rates will be determined by Council in Jan 2010. Bonds accounted for in 2003 needed to be split on the balance sheet as separate reserves for the accounts as they had been counted wrongly as income when they were initially received. It was agreed to purchase 3 advertising banners for football at a cost of approx £45 each. Proposed/seconded P Owen/Codd.
Requests re Bowling green The Council rejected a request for additional fobs Proposed/seconded Cllr Codd/Gribby. The Council agreed that the Head Groundsman will be responsible for the opening date of the green Proposed/seconded Cllrs Gribby/Codd. It was noted that a club had been underpaying by not buying season tickets and that the Clerk & Cllr Squire will determine a council policy for October F&GP and that a club had been running without adequate insurance cover and that production of certificates would be a pre-requisite for ALL sports clubs from 2010. proposed/seconded Cllrs Gribby/Codd
Bowling Costings/pricing  for 2010  The Clerk & Cllr Squire will report back to F&GP with recommendations for the 2010 season as above.
Temple Centre Telephones  It was agreed to remain with PACE for telephone services in line with their new pricing structure.
Temple Centre Security/Fire alarms. It was agreed to upgrade the system so that both security and fire rang out to 4 numbers. Clerk to progress & obtain quotations. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Codd.
Basil Russell gates/Temple Centre fencing. It was agreed to higher the gates and repair the TC fence and accept the quotation from Castle Gates. Clerk to investigate option of making Watnall Rd entrance more secure and pedestrian access only. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Hall/Simpson

Hacker Young It was noted that Nuthall was not the only Parish Council whose records had been delayed by the outgoing auditors but that all information had now been received by Clement Keys.
Clement Keys It was agreed to make the changes requested by C K to reflect the new accounting basis Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Green. It was anticipated that the accounts will be signed off in the near future as no other queries had been raised.
Chain of Office It was agreed to replace the chain with recommended replacements and new bands to be cut from year 2000. Old chain to be displayed in due course in the Temple Centre. Cllrs Simpson/Baumber.
Booking disruption. It was agreed to donate £75 to new staging being purchased by Science of the Soul in appreciation of their patience over the summer disruption caused by parties. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Codd/Green
Requests for favourable rates A request from Ch’uan was agreed at 25% discount for 3 months. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Hall. A request from victim support was agreed at 25% discount Proposed/seconded Cllrs  Gribby/P Owen. 

Donation request It was agreed hat the Council were unable to contribute to Mencap this year. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Hall
Ongoing accident claim. Transferred to Confidential items
Work Placements. The Clerk was given authority to agree with reasonable requests from Castle College in relation to having work placement students carry out work on Council premises to be discussed at a meeting on Friday. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Codd
Duty Councillor. The Clerk requested that the Duty Councillor role be revised and re-instated to act as backup and support for issues arising between meetings. Deferred to F&GP for further discussion.
Accounts for Payment September 2009 payments list was approved. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Simpson.
