Apologies for Absence Apologies were accepted from Cllr H Doar (Illness) and N Gribby (prior engagement), Cllr M Copeland (Illness), Cllr C Hall (Prior engagement) 
Declarations of Interest none
Presentation by Mr S Dance – Broxtowe Borough Council Standing orders were suspended (Cllr P Owen/Simpson) a presentation took place followed by questions and standing orders were reinstated (Cllr P Owen/Baumber)

Minutes of Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 19th May 2009 were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs P Owen/Green. 
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  11th June were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Baumber
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 16th June. All accepted except for 44 Coronation Road (windows obtrusive to neighbours), 61 Harcourt Crescent (insufficient space/boundary wall), 89 Cedarland Crescent (insufficient space/boundary wall) and 1 Watnall Road (No access plan) 
Matters Arising None
Parishioners Questions and Police Report Standing orders suspended (Cllr P Owen/Simpson) followed by oral questions from the floor. Standing orders reinstated (P Owen/Simpson).
Kwik Save site It was agreed that the Clerk write Broxtowe Borough Council to ask that they exercise their powers to get the site cleared up.

Roads & Pavements Cllr P Owen reported that Larkfield Road would have closures in August for resurfacing work. He had met Ian Parker to discuss the HGV restriction and requested that it be given urgent priority. Kimberley Road grates had been reported but there was clarification needed as to if they were the responsibility of Severn Trent or Broxtowe BC
Boatshed  It was agreed to accept the notice given by PCFC and that the Clerk write to say that we will refund their rental pro-rata if they wish to leave earlier and that any future incidents of gas bottles being left in there will result in immediate termination. Proposed Cllrs Simpson/Codd
Insurance Renewal It was agreed to renew with Zurich for the coming year as there were a number of ongoing issues and SLCC representatives had recommended that Norwich Union did not have a good track record.

Purchase of new spraying equipment It was agreed to give the Head Groundsman a spending limit of £400 with which to source a suitable machine. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Owen
Disposal of obsolete equipment It was agreed that the Clerk could dispose of old equipment, primarily printers that were no longer used. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Owen
Community Bus pickup locations A list of roads were read out and due to a couple of them being in “split” areas the Clerk was advised to write giving a list of house numbers from with pickups were allowed. 

Basil Russell Fence complaint It was agreed to accept the proposal made at Monday’s site meeting to repair the rotted support posts, paint the fence, and plant hedging for a long term solution. It was also agreed that the Clerk prepare and submit an application with County Councillor P Owen to upgrade various areas of the Basil Russell Park including the tennis courts, fencing, car park etc.
Accounts for Payment June 2009 payments list was approved. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Simpson
Clerks Report Audit - Reply to email of 11th with out of office until 15th. Nothing heard yet. Suggest we write tomorrow saying that if we don’t get them cleared by the end of June we will be lodging a complaint with the Audit Commission.  (agreed)
Basil Russell Alarms working fine – no false alarms yet and two cricket and two bowls clubs have the new fobs.  Alarm will call out Sue, Tom and Neil G. Letters have been given to local residents with contact numbers. Mosquito is a success with no litter around the pavilion since installation.

Planting out all areas has been finished today and in total it has cost us £160ish to do, with Bill picking up plants from the bargain basement sections and filling them out with bedding plants. 

Cricket has taken off well with extra games being slotted in to make it more viable, although every week we are doing at least 10 man hours of rolling and cutting, so it can be quite time consuming as well.

Spraying was due to take place Monday but Hattons didn’t arrive, so hoping that it will be carried out later this week.

Temple Centre There has been a marked increase in enquiries since we promoted ourselves on the freebie internet sites, although they have yet to turn into bookings. We will be appearing in Kimberley Connect July/Sept/Oct and in the next editions of the children’s magazines family grapevine and buzz. Total cost so far £138. Suggest we leave it at that for the time being until we know if it is working for us.

Speed trolley Rob Jones has kindly offered to look after the speed trolley on Nottingham Road and has read the appropriate risk assessments etc. He intends to put it out earlier and leave it out later than it has been in the past. If you are concerned then I have his telephone numbers and also a spare set of keys (at home) so that I can collect it in an emergency.

Cemetery - Half the hedge has been cut. We are due the bench and planters very soon and are awaiting the outcome of letters asking for help in upgrading the garden of rest and remembrance wall areas. I have expressed disappointment at the grass cuttings being left and whilst if we buy a self propelled lawnmower they have promised to put them into the compost area, I will keep on nagging in the meantime.  There are a lot of “piles” around all areas at the moment but when we are up to date then there will be a clear up day where the tractor brings it all to Temple Centre for disposal/bonfire.
