Prayers The Chairman opened the meeting with a prayer.

Additional agenda Items Items 9a Bowling season 09, 9b Football evening matches and 15a Basil Russell security were added.

Apologies for Absence Apologies were accepted from Cllr H Doar (Illness), M Copeland (working) and M Towers (prior engagement)
Declarations of Interest Cllr Codd – confidential matters
Minutes of Previous Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 17th February 2009 were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs P Owen/Simpson
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  5th March 2009 were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Green
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 5th March. Concerns about the lack of frontage and proximity to the pavement were expressed re 58 Temple, but 44 Coronation Road was supported.
Matters Arising Cllr P Owen reported that he was being interviewed re the M1 bridge wall, that he had contacted the ramblers about the parking issue on Old Nottingham Road near Jungletastic and that PC Maltby had been issuing warning stickers in the area.
Parishioners Questions and Police Report 

The Police sent apologies (night operations) and had sent the latest comparisons of crime figures. Standing orders were suspended and reinstated by Cllrs P Owen/Green.

Cricket 2009. It was agreed to offer the Cricket Clubs the option of paying the bond in instalments of £50 each month. Proposed/Seconded Cllrs Simpson/P Owen. A query as to the best procedure for holding bonds would be investigated and put on the F&GP agenda.
Bowling 2009. It was agreed that a bond level of £125 be requested to reflect the smaller pavilion and that they too should be offered the option of paying in instalments. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Gribby/Simpson
Football evening matches on Basil Russell. It was noted by Council that games would not be accepted if they involved an over run on park closing times. The exception being two matches in April already agreed to by the Clerk.

Telephone caller ID & Divert It was agreed to upgrade to these services at a cost of £2.50 each per month (plus the cost of any diverted calls) to ensure full coverage during office times. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Gribby/P Owen.
Wiring in Training Room Whilst agreed in principal the Clerk is to clarify some points raised with the hirer involved and report back to F&GP for a decision.
Health and safety. The Clerk is to ascertain which issues are mandatory and advisory and report back to F&GP. 
Community Bus Cllr J Owen reported that she had been told that we were to receive £1100 towards the community bus from Kimberley Town Council. Nothing had been notified in writing as yet.
Funding and Sponsorship. The Clerk was given authority to contact various groups and companies with a view to generating income for improvements in the village.

Basil Russell Flora & fauna Cllr Gribby confirmed that the two replacement trees were arriving the following day and that he was creating a planting plan with the assistance of Bill and Tom for the park. It was suggested that as we had recently won an award from BBC then perhaps we could submit the finished plan for consideration.
Basil Russell Security. The pavilion had suffered damage which had been reported to Police with neighbouring properties and park users being alerted and asked for vigilance. It was agreed to apply anti-climb paint where possible and to look into any insurance benefit of installing additional deterrents.

Payments List. March 2009 payments list was approved with addition that the cheque signatories are able to approve an end of year payments list to allow the Council to take full advantage of the current VAT position. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/P Owen.
Hacker Young. It was reported (by e-mail) that they had started work on the two outstanding audits after a long delay on their part. No completion date was available and the Clerk is to follow up their progress on a regular basis.

Clerks Report The Clerk had no additional matters to report.

War Memorial. It was agreed that the clerk write to both Churches to advise them of the procedure for creating a new war memorial as advised by SLCC.
