Minutes of Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 20th October were agreed as a correct record after an amendment appertaining to the agreement of a mobile telephone to be purchased for the additional caretaker.. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs P Owen/Squire. 

Minutes of the Planning Committee of 17th Nov. Cllr Squire reported that all applicants had been ok with the exception of 100 Mornington Crescent and 89 Cedarland Crescent on which observations had been made.
Matters Arising The Clerk apologised as she had omitted to write to Lidl.
Parishioners Questions and Police Report Standing orders suspended (Cllrs Green/Simpson) The police had sent a report which was read out by the chairman. Standing orders were reinstated (Cllrs P Owen/Copeland).

Erewash Community Transport. It was noted that usage had dropped off considerably from last year and with little or no change of any grants forthcoming for year 2010/11 the viability of the service would have to be reviewed. Clerk to put notices advertising services on the notice boards including the per person cost and Cllr J Owen to include in next Nuthall Magazine in a last attempt to increase support for the service. In the meantime refer to F&GP and ask for details of passenger location variations.
Grant Aid withdrawl  Further to a meeting held at Kimberley which most parishes attended on 31st October a press release had been agreed regarding the objections of the Parishes to the proposed withdrawl. A further meeting was planned for December to discuss options.
NALC AGM & Notts CC Parish Event Both of these meetings discussing ways in which the County Council and Parishes can work together to provide services to the community. There were some limitations to what we could consider taking on but the Chairman was attending the meeting at County Hall and will report back to the Council.
Bog Waste Bags The recent problems of bags not being available and future charges for the emptying and bag supply service were discussed and recommendations that we cease to use the Broxtowe Collection system and limit the number of bags to 1000 per month was agreed.  15,000 bags had been ordered under Chairmans powers via Broxtowe to achieve a favourable rate which should give us enough coverage for the next financial year provided that users of the park are sensible and do not take them off the park. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Towers.

Basil Russell Security  The Clerk outlined the recent steps that had been taken to improve security after a couple of weeks where there had been an increase in antisocial behaviour. Residents had been written to advising of the continued efforts and initial feedback was very positive. 
Horsendale Multi sport area It was nearing completion of the dismantling and County Hall have been written to with a view to our relinquishing the site from 1st December.

Wren Grant suppliers

It was agreed to appoint Westville Insulation to do both the loft and cavity wall insulation and seek an appropriate discount. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/P Owen, Copeland/Green.

It was agreed to appoint RNID to install the additional loop system. Proposed/Seconded Cllrs Gribby/Green
Temple Centre Fire Alarms It was agreed to give APS notice. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Gribby. It was agreed that MaCaw security be invited to take over maintenance annually and to install the dial out equipment alerting staff to the fire alarm being activated. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Simpson.

Nuthall News

It was agreed to cancel invoices for JH Solutions and Astranet in return for their continued support of the Councils systems.
Clerks Report The Clerk reported that all items had been covered on the agenda
Correspondence A list was give to all Councillors of non-distributed correspondence. A letter of complaint from a resident was noted by Councillors
Reports from Parish Council Representatives on other Bodies Larkfield school had dropping numbers, which they hope will increase soon but they were concerned about restricted capacity at the before/after school club cabin and it’s possible impact on admissions.
