Election of Chairman. Cllr Mrs Jill Owen was elected unanimously. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Green

Election of Vice Chairman. Cllr Paul Simpson was elected unanimously. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Towers

F&GP Committee. It was agreed unanimously to retain all Councillors on this committee

Planning. It was agreed unanimously that Cllrs Hall,Baumber,Towers,Green,Squire,Simpson and Wilson should make up this committee.
Crime & Disorder had been disbanded.

Minutes of Previous Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 21st April 2009 were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs P Owen/Simpson. The Minutes of the Extraordinary Council meeting held on 7th May were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs Hall/P Owen.
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  7th May were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Hall
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 19th May. All accepted except for 44 Coronation Road (windows obtrusive to neighbours and 58 Temple Drive (concerns over proximity to road & vehiclular access) and 14 Kimberley Road (drainage concerns).
Matters Arising Cllr P Owen announced that Larkfield Road would be receiving major resurfacing work during August as a result of his campaigning. The Auditors had responded to our e-mails but due to holidays were no further forward (referred to F&GP for action). The M1 wall was due for removal early June and had been delayed due to residents concerns over drainage.
Parishioners Questions and Police Report The police had sent a written report which was presented. Standing orders suspended (Cllr P Owen/Squire) followed oral questions from the floor. Standing orders reinstated (Cllrs Hall/P Owen).
Seismic Survey. It was agreed that the Clerk write to lodge concerns at the impact on traffic and local roads. Cllr Owen to contact County Council for an update on their comments. 
Basil Russell Security It was agreed to accept the quotation from MaCaw security and order the mosquito on-line. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Codd
Basil Russell Planting Plan/BBC Application Deferred to F&GP

Request for Donation It was agreed that we would not donate. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/P Owen

Community Bus Statistics It was noted that we had obtained grants from Broxtowe and Kimberley in respect of the above but the Clerk is to ask for pickup addresses so that we can monitor the electoral areas covered more accurately.

Electricity Supplier Renewal It was agreed that the Clerk shop around and choose a cheaper supplier if available

Payments List. May 2009 payments list was approved. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Green
Clerks Report Ad-hoc bookings at Temple Centre are a little “slow”, probably due to the general economic climate, but with the accounts etc up to date I am stepping up the promotional drive to try and highlight the TC’s facilities within a 5 mile radius, and will be looking to the F&GP to give me a promotional budget to cover the printing, advertising etc.  

Summer sports have started off well with very favourable feedback from both Cricket and Bowls managers and a report in the Eastwood & Kimberley from Kimberley Institute saying how pleased they were to be playing on the ground. 

Although we set the rates some time ago Nuthall CC have decided that they no longer wish to train on the Basil Russell, which will lose us about £200 in revenue. Kimberley Ins. on the other hand have indicated that they want to book some Cup and youth games and so I am still optimistic that we will raise enough to cover the cost of the end of season fertilisers etc. I will be recommending to the Council that for the year 2010 we bring ourselves into line with Broxtowe on match charges (currently £38 as opposed to our £30 per match), the same as we have done on Bowling, as we have (if anything) better facilities in both of these areas.

Despite requests & assurances Nuthall CC have not removed the covers and they are stopping us from putting away the goal posts and finishing off the bowling green area. The latest is that they will be moved tomorrow and I will report back to F&GP if they have not been removed for further instructions.

Last month I reported that a vacuum cleaner had been stolen. However some time between 8.45am and 4.30pm the following Sunday it was replaced in its cupboard.

A couple of our 2009/10 football team managers have indicated that they would be willing to assist the Council in securing funding to expand and provide changing facilities at Temple Centre. With the Council’s permission I would like to look into this further, probably involving the football user group meeting later in the year before coming to Council with a proposal. 

The staff had their first ever appraisals last Friday with myself and the Vice Chairman and seem very happy with the changes that have taken place over the last few months. Overtime is no longer needed, mileage claims are substantially lower and morale in general has improved. There was a request for training on Food Hygiene and Health & Safety and courses are being looked into for the next F&GP. Feedback from customers is that we are much more efficient and reliable than we were before and that they can always get to speak to a member of staff when needed.

The Floor in the kitchen is being replaced on 17/18th June
There will be a H&S and Risk assessment carried out starting first week June.
