Prayers The Chairman opened the meeting with a prayer.

Apologies for Absence Apologies were accepted from Cllr H Doar (Illness), M Copeland (working) and N Green (prior engagement)
Declarations of Interest Cllr Hall – payments list
Minutes of Previous Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 16th December 2008 were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs P Owen/Simpson
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  8th January 2009 were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Squire
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 20th January were accepted by the Council. It was noted that there were objections to the development of the old Kwik save site and these will be reported back on the usual form and also Cllr J Owen will speak with the planning department regarding some queries arising from parishioners and the Council.
Matters Arising None
Parishioners Questions and Police Report 

Standing orders suspended. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Hall. No report had been received from the Police. Standing orders re-instated Cllrs Simpson/Squire
Resident Complaint re Broxtowe Park. Further to an e-mail Cllr P Owen had been in contact with the City Council, and the police to resolve the issues raised, and was optimistic that matters would improve.
Function room floor/tables It was noted that the floor had been polished and the supplier paid. It was noted that the existing large tables require a caretaker to put up as they are very heavy and additional more suitable tables may be considered in due course.
Horsendale Multi sports pitch The final quote had been received and the total cost was estimated at circa £23,500. It was agreed to apply to WREN. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Gribby. Also Broxtowe Borough are looking into other funding avenues that could be sought.
Horsendale Kitchen, toilets and rubbish. Standing orders were suspended to allow members of the public to raise their concerns. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Codd/Simpson.The suggested plans for the kitchen were examined and it was decided that in view of a meeting to take place on 26th Jan with Notts County Council re the toilets that Councillors should convene at the centre at 5.45 on 5th February with all interested parties to assist in a making a decision. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Simpson.

Rubbish from parties needs to be borne in mind for future parties booked and it was decided to amend the conditions of hire for such to cover the need for all rubbish to be removed and taken home. 
Old Nottingham Road parking The problem around Jungletastic had not improved. It was agreed that the Clerk write to the owners and copy in Inspector Lees. Also that leaflets to local residents be issued advising that they call the police should any future obstructive parking arise.

Debtor Charging queries It was confirmed that bookings for CAT and LAG meetings were chargeable at normal rates to the group making the booking.
Booking rate for whole weekend It was agreed that a rate of £350 for the weekend would be acceptable subject to clarification of the exact rooms used and that there will be no access to the Council internet/phone lines and late night noise should be minimised. Proposed/seconded Cllr Gribby/Codd.
Football issues A meeting was to take place with PCFC on 5th Feb. The Clerk is to send a report to the Councillors and a pre meeting will take place on 4th Feb.
Boatshed Rental The Clerk reported that the staff did not have a key to the store and that there was a high probability that gas was being stored. It was carried 6-4 that the lock be removed on the grounds of safety. However this was amended to be after clarification with Broxtowe Borough legal department regarding the Councils access/notice to lessee rights.
Hacker Young It was noted that Hacker Young had been contacted about the accounts that they had not completed the audit on. HY confirmed that they had received all information needed and the fact that they had not been started was entirely down to their scheduling problems. This information had been relayed to Clement Keys by the Clerk and confirmation received that it had been noted on their files.
Health & Safety. Following a meeting between the Clerk and her counterpart at Awsworth this was going to be a large issue to review and so it was agreed to call an informal meeting on 4th Feb to overview the subject prior to the F&GP meeting the following day.

Staff Training Courses. It was reported that the staff were starting  their First Aid courses and the Clerk wished to attend a Cemetery Management course in March but no other details available re costings at the moment. 

Erewash Community Transport Stats. These were received by the Council and it would seem that the service is being underutilised and costing the Council £5 per passenger. A letter had been received from Broxtowe Borough Council re the £800 grant made, saying that it was subject to ECT’s latest accounts and a letter of commitment from the Council. The Clerk is to write to ECT to request the accounts. Subject to these being received and the grant obtained it was agreed that the Council would commit to funding for a 12 month period. Proposed/seconded Cllrs J Owen/P Owen.
Council Tax Grant Aid. A letter had been received to say that the grant had been retained at the same level for year 2009/10. Cllr P Owen reported that this effectively meant that it was at the same level as in 1995 as it had been frozen since that date.

Request for sponsoring/promoting tennis. The request was considered but declined.

Payments List. January 2009 payments list was approved with the exception of the rental to PHS which the Clerk had queried with them seeking clarification of the location of the units concerned. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Codd.
Clerks Report The Clerk had no additional matters to report.
