Minutes of the Planning Committee of 20th Oct. Observations were raised re items 19 Roland Ave and 15 Collingdale Gardens that they were too close to neighbouring properties.
Matters Arising P Owen reported that travellers had now gone. J Owen reported that there had been meetings held at the site by Broxtowe BC and the owners regarding building, but that no planning officer had been present and despite requests for details from Broxtowe none had been given.

Horsendale all weather pitch It was agreed that subsequent to a meeting with Mr Summers the pitch would be dismantled and the land handed back to the County Council due to the cost of repair work and the isolation of the pitch area since the school fencing had been erected. Kwik Save site It was agreed to write in support of the suggestion that Lidl may wish to consider the site for a future store.
Grant Aid withdrawl  Further to the Councils commitment to fight the withdrawl, a meeting will be held at Kimberly on 31st October to decide on a joint action plan.
Cemetery Project. This was almost complete and the Council will contact Lymns to arrange a presentation date when appropriate.
Basil Russell future development The Clerk and Head Groundsman presented their suggested plans to improve the park in a number of areas over the next five years, including security of property, gates and boundaries, upgrading existing facilities to current standards and sport enhancement.
Duty Councillor  The role of duty Councillor would not be reprised but it was agreed that in the event of an alarm callout additional staff would be asked to attend with a £20 callout payment. Proposed/Seconded Cllrs Simpson/Hall
Notice Boards It was agreed to purchase one lockable notice board for Larkfield Road and monitor its success. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/J Owen
