Prayers The Chairman opened the meeting with a prayer.

Apologies for Absence Apologies were accepted from Cllr H Doar (Illness) and R Squire (prior engagement)
Declarations of Interest none
Minutes of Previous Meeting The Minutes of the Council meeting held on 17th March 2009 were agreed as a correct record. Proposed/Seconded by Cllrs Hall/P Owen
Minutes of the F&GP meeting held  2nd April 2009 were accepted by the Council.  Proposed/seconded Cllr P Owen/Green
Minutes of the Planning Committee of 21st April. All accepted except for Item 4 re Flat 4 Nottingham Road which was objected to on the grounds of inadequate escape routes for the number of residents.
Matters Arising None
Parishioners Questions and Police Report The police had sent a written report which was presented. Standing orders suspended (Cllr P Owen/Simpson) followed by two written questions and oral questions from the floor. Standing orders reinstated (Cllr P Owen/Green).
Cricket Terms 2009. It was agreed that a number of changes be made to the standard agreement. Revised terms will be issued shortly. However it was deemed necessary that the bowling clubs obtain their own public liability insurance. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Codd
Scribe subscription. It was agreed not to renew the annual subscription as data could be accessed via the tables and it is planned to continue using spreadsheets. Proposed Cllrs Codd/ P Owen
Roads and pavements A listing of current roads identified by Cllr J Owen was read and Larkfield road was added. Cllr J Owen to complete the Parish Council forms in line with those on her Nuthall West BC listing.
Basil Russell Security The Clerk is to get additional quotations for the more comprehensive upgrade and get feedback from Awsworth re effectiveness of a mosquito..
Payments List. End of March 2009 and April payments lists were approved. Proposed/seconded Cllrs P Owen/Simpson
Clerks Report The Council were given a copy of the draft accounts to look at and ask any questions on. There is a call in to the Internal Auditor asking for an appointment date to review them and intend for the annual return and final accounts to be presented to May Main Council meeting.

We have been advised that the relaxation of the partial exemption rules has finished and as anticipated we are likely to become a VAT paying body as a result. Procedures are in place to minimise the impact as much as possible but based on last years throughput I suspect that we will be “losing out” on approx £5,000 P/Ann
Clerk has had a telephone conversation with Hacker Young in which they admitted that;

They had not responded to our enquiries in the proper manner over recent months

They had not advised us that our account had been halted due to a queried bill

That they were wrong to ask for any additional information re year 2006 as we were not part of the 5% audit and that there will be no extra costs to the Council.

They have now confirmed the info for 2007 they need on e-mail ie. a Statement of assurances. It was agreed that the Council hold an extraordinary meeting to go through the statement  and backup documentation in detail ASAP. 

We require a new kitchen floor. The cleaning contractor’s machine damaged the surface and it is not repairable, although safe to use. A date will be arranged when he has cleared it with the insurers and I have warned him that he should advise them that we will claim for lost business if we have to cancel any bookings as a result.

John Hatton has confirmed that he will be able to utilise the soil heap at the Cemetery in a few weeks time saving the Council the hire of 2 skips and associated man power to fill them. 

Wren meeting scheduled for today was cancelled due to family illness. No replacement date has been arranged.

We have had two items stolen. The charger for the speed trolley and the Dyson vacuum cleaner.  We think the cleaner was taken some time over the weekend. We have started to lock the kitchen cupboard and suggest we get a number lock put on. The charger we cannot pin down to a date but the replacement is now in the workshop.

There was an accident on Basil Russell on Sunday (Football player broken a leg). Tom was on hand to call the paramedics and ambulance and there is no implication to the Council. 

A long standing compensation claim from Mrs S re steps on the Basil Russell has finally been withdrawn with no costs accruing to ourselves or our insurers. After one solicitor acting for her agreed to drop the case, a second solicitor was appointed about a month ago. Our insurers took on the case and they too have now withdrawn any claim against the Council.

A complaint was received re the Cemetery whereby a relative accused Bill of vandalising her plot. It transpires that the grave had sunk by 10” and was a safety hazard (probably due to the coffin lid failing after 6 years). Bill had merely re top soiled and grass seeded the area.

A complaint was received (numerous times) re STWA not replacing the verge properly on Old Nottingham Road. Cllr P Owen has been dealing with it and they have been served with a non-compliance notice to get it fixed.

A complaint was made by a Methodist churchgoer about cars blocking the pathway on Nottingham Road between the Temple Centre and M1 bridge. Photographs were taken along with reg numbers and reported to PCSO Reddish who was going to have words with the owners.

A letter received from a resident with a request that it be distributed to all Councillors has been referred to Broxtowe Borough Council for advice due to the nature of some of its content. Since that other correspondence has been received that is quite offensive and contains inaccuracies on a personal level against the Clerk who is taking advice and has given the resident 24 hours to withdraw the comments or face legal action. 

The Clerk was authorised to promote the Temple Centre for football parties over the summer and could spend circa £40 plus VAT on 250 colour flyers to be given out via current football users & local clubs.
