To receive and approve as a correct record minutes of the Main Council meeting of 16th February 2010. Proposed/seconded  Cllrs Owen/Simpson & agreed

Minutes of the Planning Committee held 16th March 2010.There were no objections except for 15 Temple Drive where it was commented that the proposals would result in over intensification of the site
Matters Arising It was noted that the precept rise had worked out as the percentage anticipated and compared favourably with the rises from other constituent parts of the annual Council Tax bill. 
Parishioners Questions and Police report. There was no police report. There were no residents present however in answer to a message via the Clerk it was agreed to write to highways regarding a serious road surfacing problem affecting residents.
Cemetery Upkeep grant application. It is due to be discussed at Cabinet on 30th March.

Complaint from Resident. It was agreed reported that a complaint had been received by a neighbour of the Basil Russell Park. It was agreed that the reply was adequate and no further action needed. 

Basil Russell Criminal Damage. It was reported that a key to the park had been requested by the police to help them monitor the park after closing time.

Clerks report. The Clerk asked for advice re a football team that had only played 5 of 10 agreed games and were now closing down. A request for the deposit to be refunded to an individual had been received saying that no bank account in the clubs name was operating. Subsequently a Councillor had received obstructive behaviour on collecting the keys and the Clerk had found that the original club manager from whom the deposit had been received still held the clubs bank account. It was agreed that the deposit refund cheque be issued in the name of the club and sent to the address at which the bank account was operating from. Proposed/seconded Cllrs Simpson/Codd
Correspondence. A list of non circulated correspondence was issued with an invitation for anyone to view items of interest.

Reports from Parish Council Representatives in other bodies. Horsendale had been OSTED’d but no report issued as yet. Mornington are expecting an OFSTED soon. Cllrs Baumber and Towers are assisting Larkfields infant by preparing a short report on what a Parish Council is and how it works.
