	Clerk’s Report
	We have suffered with antisocial behaviour again on Basil Russell Park but the Police now hold keys to the park and after a call from a resident they escorted a number of teenagers off the park on the weekend of 10th April. Now that Bill and Tom have exhausted their backlog of holidays things should hopefully improve. Visitors to the park are joining in with the Parkwatch scheme which is encouraging.

Summer hours have started and there has been a lot of work done on the bowling green and cricket wicket. Football is finishing tomorrow at the Basil Russell and I am hopeful that we will get additional income this summer from the training sessions at the Temple Centre.

The Cemetery is scheduled for all day Thursdays plus mop up on Fridays. This week even with both lads and me doing a total of 17 hrs it looks like we will end up only getting half of the ground sorted. Hence my original estimation of last year at 30 hours is realistic bordering on optimistic. Even at that there is no contingency for hedges etc. (although we had very good quotes and service form a local company last year which I suggest we take up again for this year). The number of graves with unsuitable ornaments are lessening but we need to start talking to people with bushes next to headstones, gravel and slate edgings  and in one case even wire fencing! 

We have spotted some damage to the wall at BR and with the advice and assistance of Cllr Copeland the BBC building inspector is coming out to look at it this week. Also Cllr Copeland is simplifying the specification for the Basil Russell car park as we are struggling to get companies to give us quotes!

A plumber is at the Horsendale Community Room this evening fixing a tap that was initially loose on the sink and is now not turning on. We have also had reported to Bill on Saturday AM that the tap at the Cemetery is not closing off properly. Paul Smith sorted this temporarily but the plumber has been asked to replace the tap as the threads are gone. Paul Smith has also done a “maintenance day” sorting out and replacing door catches, locks, brickwork, floor edgings and general joinery.

I am going on a Risk Assesment course at SLCC on the 29th (It’s free) but am concerned about the lack of support we are getting from Broxtowe re Health and Safety. I contacted them as one of my first jobs when I started and more recently have been e-mailing for someone to come and look over what we have in place but am getting little response. Re the buildings I am talking to the Fire Inspection officer with a view to getting us checked to make sure we are in compliance with current regulations.

I have written to a resident who called me twice in 3 weeks early on Saturday mornings demanding meetings. The latest incident was at 6.42am. The same resident has also been ringing staff members off duty but fortunately using their old numbers. I understand that this resident has complained to the Chairman about my letter, however I trust that the Council will uphold my right not to be disturbed for non-urgent situations at antisocial hours.

Cllr P Owen reported that having had discussions with David Bailey there was no truth in rumours that Broxtowe Country Park was to be built on. Tests were taking place to identify contaminated areas and plans and funding were being drawn up to make it a recreational area. He had been assured that Nuthall residents would be included in the discussions and that provisionally the Parish Council may be prepared to become a Co-Sponsor in funding applications and to work together to bring the project to a rewarding conclusion.
